a. We are working with Blue Angels, Red Knights and the Warthogs to set up a display of 161 motorcycles taped off with police caution tape.  This display will represent the 161 riders killed in traffic crashes in Ohio last year.  These are the men and women that won’t be riding this year because either they weren’t seen and someone hit them or they weren’t prepared to ride their bike (either weren’t skilled enough to handle the road conditions, size of bike or the bike was not road ready).
b. Jim Mantel, WGAR, will host the event.  Jim will put on a 15 minute “ask the experts/round table” on biking issues:

· We are working on getting a representative from SE Harley to discuss getting bikes road ready and how to recognize potential safety issues related to the bike

· Ken Gillissee, Parma Motorcycle Officer, will talk about specific skills riders need to make themselves safer on the road (lane position, common braking and throttle mistakes, etc.)

· A rep from the firefighters riding club will speak on what to do if a rider comes upon a MC crash.
