II. New Business
A. Super Bowl PI&E

2. Posters – we have general impaired driving enforcement posters available for you to distribute to municipal buildings, local bars & restaurants, carry-outs & stores and other business. If a server believes a customer is impaired and needs a Safe Ride home, they can call 1.877.361.TAXI, which connects directly to an Ace Taxi Dispatcher. The voucher is given to the Ace Taxi Driver, and the customer receives $5.00 off his or her Safe Ride home.  

· Posters:  We also have posters with the program information on them that you can distribute as well.
