B. Click It or Ticket

1. Buckle U and Click It 4 a Ticket contest – Our buckle down contest concluded on June 15.  We received 997 online entries into the contest, and most of them entered a ticket received by you guys at a buckle down event.  61 persons won prizes including Indians tickets, restaurant gift certificates, and amusement park tickets.  We will likely conduct a similar contest next year. 
C. June Enforcement –
1. Checkpoints – 5 task force checkpoints were conducted in June.  There were a total of 16 OVI arrests.

2. Patrols – there were 632 hours worked, 1531 stops (2.42 stops/hour), 12 OVI arrests, 270 restraint citations, and 628 speed citations.

II. New Business
A. Nightcap – Rise in 2008 fatal crashes
1. Fatalities to date (through June 30)
a. we have had 19 reported traffic fatalities this year through June 30.  This compares to 51 at this time last year (17 fatals in June 2008).

b. We don’t have all the reports in year, but month by month we have consistently had few traffic fatalities than in 2008.

1. Ignition Interlock Demonstration Project – connected with status of HB 78

Problem: 

· Nationally, one-third of all drunk drivers arrested had been previously convicted of drunk driving. [MADD]

· Studies on ignition interlock effectiveness in North Carolina, New Mexico, West Virginia, Maryland, Alberta, Colorado, Illinois, and Quebec show a decrease in recidivism of 50 to 90 percent while alcohol ignition interlocks are on the offender’s vehicle. [MADD]

· About a third of all drivers arrested for DWI are repeat offenders, and about 1 out of 8 intoxicated drivers in fatal crashes have had a prior DWI conviction within the past 3 years. [NHTSA 1995]
Goals: 

1. Need a hook for the media

2. Educate public, about OVI recidivism problem in Ohio.

3. Educate public, judges, prosecutors & probation officers about the benefits of ignition interlock programs. 

Plan for media:  Show how the effects of alcohol on a person’s ability to operate a vehicle and demonstrate how ignition interlocks work.

1. 3 dosed subjects

2. Have an officer assigned to each subject.  Ask subjects to navigate a driving course at slow speed (less than 10 miles/hour).  The subjects will drive in a driver’s ed car with their assigned officer.  

3. Have subjects operate a second vehicle with ignition interlock device installed.

Plan for education piece for judges, prosecutors and probation officers.

1. Demonstration or presentation of products from vendors certified for use in Ohio.
