1. Seat Belt Goal – We are currently conducting the seat belt surveys that will be used to determine if we met our seat belt use goals stated in our grants.  We will be done by the end of the month.  We’ll let you know how we did.

C. May Enforcement – you guys did an outstanding job in May!
1. Checkpoints – 10 task force checkpoints were conducted in May with an additional 2 conducted by OSP with assistance from task force members.  There were a total of 29 OVI arrests.

2. Saturation Patrols – there were 199.1 hours worked, 444 stops (2.23 stops/hour), 10 OVI arrests and 89 restraint citations written.
3. HVEO – there were 110.5 hours worked, 257 stops (2.32 stops/hour) and 65 restraint and 100 speed citations written.

a. We are partnering with ODNR, Cleveland Metroparks, Coast Guard to conduct a press event that will emphasis safe boating as well as making sure you’re sober when people leave the party boat and get in their cars to go home.

IV. FFY 2010 Grants

A. HVEO - The new RFP states that jurisdictions with an average of 2 or more crashes per 
year for the last 3 years are eligible for HVEO funding.

1. Individual departments that qualify for funding:  Cleveland, Cleveland Hts., E. 
Cleveland, Euclid, N. Olmsted and Westlake.

2. County funding – Sheriff has agreed to allow us to apply for funds for county HVEO for FFY 2010.  Will revisit the issue next year.
B. OVI Task Force – changes to RFP include:

1. Minimum - 12 checkpoints (strongly recommending 1 per month)

2. 3 Press Events – 3D Month, 4th of July, OTLUA
3. No Food

4. $5,000 in equipment (equipment that cost more than $1,000 per unit) – proposed two 8000 Watt generators for checkpoint trailers
5. $5,000 in supplies & materials (items that cost less than $1,000 per unit) – flashlights, awning for black chpt trailer, stand lights
