Communities Come Together to Highlight Benefits of Walking to School and Advocate for Safer Pedestrian Environments

Greater Cleveland Elementary Schools Participate in International Walk to School Week
What: 
To teach children about pedestrian safety and the environmental and physical benefits of walking to school, the Greater Cleveland Safe Kids Coalition, led by University Hospitals Rainbow Babies & Children’s Hospital, is teaming up with FedEx to work with local elementary schools during International Walk to School Week, October 3-7.

Pedestrian injuries are the second leading cause of accidental death among children ages 5 to 14. According to Safe Kids Worldwide, more than 13,000 children went to the emergency room and 244 children died from pedestrian-related injuries in 2009.
